Water meter readings are generally taken around th0th day of each month.
Invoices for water, sewer, garbage and landfill arsent on the 1st of each month.
These invoices are delinquent if not paid by the 20 of that same month.
A 10% Late Fee will be assessed on all delinquent@ounts.
