AMENDED PARKING ORDINANCE IN EFFECT

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 3-3 OF THE CITY CODE LIMITING PARKING AND
SIMILAR USES OF STREETS IN ALL RESIDENTIAL AREAS OF THE CITY

1. New Code Section: SECTION 3-3-35 is struck and replaced with the following provisions:

3-3-35 Seven-day restriction.
No person shall park any vehicle and permit the same to remain standing upon any public street continuously and
in one place for a period of more than seven days. A violation of this section shall place such vehicle in the status of
an abandoned motor vehicle.

3-3-35A Certain motor trucks, campers, and rolloffs  --Prohibited when.
(a) No person shall park a motor truck having a freight capacity greater than one ton, or any trailer, semi trailer,
tractor, road tractor or truck tractor unit, at any time upon any portion of any street except for such reasonable time
as may be necessary to load or unload passengers, freight or other merchandise.
(b) No person shall park a motorized or unmotorized camper, at any time upon any portion of any street except for
such reasonable time as may be necessary prior to or immediately subsequent to its use, such parking shall not
exceed 18 continuous hours, nor shall such parking be permitted for more than 36 hours in any five day period at
any location within the corporate limits of the City of Lawton.
(c) No person shall place a “rolloff”, dumpster, or other trash, waste, or storage receptacle or device exceeding one
cubic yard or 200 pounds in the traveled portion of a street without requesting and receiving permit from the city
council pursuant to paragraph (d) hereof.
(d) For good cause shown the city may issue a permit for uses prohibited in paragraphs a, b, and c above. Appli-
cation shall be made no less than seven days prior to a regular council meeting or three days prior to a special
meeting called for the purpose of issuing a permit hereunder and for which the applicant is paying the expense of
the special meeting. The permit shall be issued for a specific number of weeks, but not in excess of six weeks and
shall cost $50.00 per week.

1. Modified Code Section: SECTION 3-3-29 is mod ified by adding the following provisions:

17. Mailboxes . Within twenty (20) feet on either side of a mailbox which is so placed and so equipped as to per-
mit the depositing of mail from vehicles on the roadway.
(Code of lowa, Sec. 321.236 [1])

18. Stop Sign or Signal . Within ten (10) feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop or yield sign, or
traffic control signal located at the side of a roadway.
(Code of lowa, Sec. 321.358 [6])

19. Excavations . Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when such stopping, standing or
parking would obstruct traffic.
(Code of lowa, Sec. 321.358 [10])

20. Hazardous Locations . When, because of restricted visibility or when standing or parked vehicles would
constitute a hazard to moving traffic, or when other traffic conditions require, the Council may cause curbs to be
painted with a yellow color and erect no parking or standing signs.

(Code of lowa, Sec. 321.358 [13])

21. Churches, Nursing Homes and Other Buildings . A space of fifty (50) feet is hereby reserved at the side of
the street in front of any theatre, auditorium, hotel having more than twenty-five (25) sleeping rooms, hospital, nursing
home, taxicab stand, bus depot, church, or other building where large assemblages of people are being held, within
which space, when clearly marked as such, no motor vehicle shall be left standing, parked or stopped except in tak-
ing on or discharging passengers or freight, and then only for such length of time as is necessary for such purpose.

(Code of lowa, Sec. 321.360)

22. Area Between Lot Line and Curb Line . That area of the public way not covered by sidewalk and lying be-
tween the lot line and the curb line, where curbing has been installed.

23. In More Than One Space . In any designated parking space so that any part of the vehicle occupies more
than one such space or protrudes beyond the markings designating such space.

This section shall be codified as a new section 3-3-43A and shall apply to section 3-3-25 through 3-3-43
