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Water meter readings are generally taken around the 20th day of each month. 
Invoices for water, sewer, garbage and landfill are sent on the 1st of each month.   

These invoices are delinquent if not paid by the 20th of that same month.   
A 10% Late Fee will be assessed on all delinquent accounts.

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Small Town Sign Replacement Program 
You may be “seeing red” in the near 
future.

It is estimated this project will begin sometime in August, and 
will be completed within two months.  We’ll hope for coop-
erative weather, so the project will not be delayed in any way.

Census 2010 
With this only being mid-2007, it seems too early to begin think-
ing about the 2010 Census.  However, we have actually been 
working on it for over 6 months already. 

Addresses and city limits need to be verified.  Since Lawton has 
experienced so much new growth since the 2000 Census, the 
2010 Census will be extremely important to us.  Much of the 
funding we receive is based on our population.  With the Census 
changing only once in ten years, our funding also changes only 
once in ten years. 

Currently we are receiving funding based on a population of 697 
residents.  The most recent ESTIMATE gives us a count of 759.  
Based on that, we now have over 60 residents living within our 
city limits that are unaccounted for according to the US Census 
Bureau. 

It is very important that the Census Bureau gets an accurate 
count of our city.  When the survey arrives at your home, please 
take time to fill it out accurately and return it.  It was reported at 
a Clerk’s meeting last week that Iowa ranks “Number 1” in com-
pleted surveys being returned to the US Census Bureau.  Thanks 
to all that participate!!!  I will try to keep you apprised of up-
coming events through the City newsletter. 

MidAmerican Energy “Trees Please!” Grant 
The City of Lawton was once again chosen as a recipient of a 
$1,000 MidAmerican Energy grant designed to be used for the 

purchase of trees. 

Earl May Garden Center was 
contacted and the City pur-
chased a total of six trees.  Of 
these, three were Swamp Oak 
trees and three were Small-Leaf 
Linden trees.  Two have been 
planted on the water tower lot, 
two were planted near the water 
treatment plant, one was planted 
in the Veterans’ Memorial Park 
and the sixth was planted in 
front of City Hall.
