2008 STREET PAVING IMPROVEMENTS 
Recently, bids were received for several 
areas of the city regarding paving improve-
ments.  Our main project was Ash Street 
from Maple south to Birch to open a second 
entrance into West Creek.  The developers of 
West Creek will also finish West Creek 
Drive north to the edge of their development, 
and will bring Birch Street from West Creek 
Drive east to Ash. 
 
An alternate to this base bid was to extend 
Ash Street from Maple Street north one more 
block to Main Street.  A second alternate  
was to replace East Birch from the Presbyte-

rian Church east to Tara Way, and Tara Way 
from the High School north to just south of 
Maple Street. 
 
As most of the eight bids received came in 
well below the engineer’s estimate, the City 
Council voted unanimously to proceed with 
the base bid and both alternates.  The total 
contract was awarded to Steve Harris Con-
struction of Homer, Nebraska at a cost of 
$766,552.70.  
 
The East Birch and Tara Way portion of the 
project will be paid for using Local Option 

Sales Tax funds.  Bonds will be sold to cover 
the balance of the project.  Costs incurred on 
Ash Street will be recovered with TIF reve-
nue as that area has been designated an Ur-
ban Renewal District. 
 
The Tara Way replacement project is ex-
pected to be completed from June 1 to Au-
gust 1 due to less school activity at that time. 
 
As other updates come to City Hall, I will 
post notices on the sign in the park down-
town.  I will also try to keep everyone in-
formed through this newsletter.
