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Water meter readings are generally taken around the 20th day of each month. 
Invoices for water, sewer, garbage and landfill are sent on the 1st of each month.  

These invoices are delinquent if not paid by the 20th of that same month.   
A 10% Late Fee will be assessed on all delinquent accounts.

Most of you are aware of the new water treatment facility 
that Lawton built recently...or at least of the higher water 
rates that followed construction.  So I would like to try to 
show you what it does to improve your water quality. 

Lawton has always been plagued by high iron and manga-
nese content in their water.  Two harmless minerals in 
ground water that, when exposed to oxygen, solidify and 
cause orange, and sometimes black, particles in the water. 

The new treatment plant accelerates the oxidation of these 
minerals and sends the water through a large filter to re-
move them before the water goes into the system and 
tower.  

After filtering approximately one half million gallons of 
water, this filter has to be cleaned.  This is done by running 
water backwards through the filter and into the sanitary 
sewer system. 

The photo on the left is 
a sample of the water 
taken as the filter is 
being backwashed into 
the sewer.  The photo 
on the right is the same 
sample after the iron 
and manganese have 
settled out. 

Now, get your calculators out and try to get an idea of how 
much mineral deposits are removed. 

It takes 6,500 gallons of water to backwash the filter.  
6,500 x 128 ounces per gallon = 832,000 ounces of water 
to backwash the filter.  This 832,000 ounces divided by the 
20 ounces represented in the bottle shown in the photo 
equals 41,600.  Imagine that one inch of sediment in this 
bottle  times 41,600.  That is what is removed from the 
500,000 gallons of water before it went into the system. 

Hopefully, if I explained this clear enough, it will give you 
the feeling that the cost of construction and higher water 
rates were, and are, money well spent.
